Not	 just	 tuition	 fees,	 but	 these	 competitions	 succeeded	 in	bringing	me	 to	 this	 point.	 These	 competitions
succeeded	in	adding	good	notes	to	my	life	which	also	make	my	parents	proud,"	concluded	Azka.
