In	this	activity,	the	Chancellor	also	sacrificed	with	the	ranks	of	the	campus	academic	community.	This	year,
UPNVJ	 collected	 three	 cows	 and	 six	 goats	 which	 were	 donations	 from	 lecturers,	 education	 staff,	 and
campus	partners.
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All	 the	sacrificial	meat	was	distributed	 to	 the	surrounding	community	and	campus	support	staff,	 such	as
cleaners	 and	 security	 officers.	 The	 slaughtering	 process	 was	 carried	 out	 according	 to	 Islamic	 law,	 with
attention	to	the	cleanliness	and	health	of	the	animals.
The	Chancellor	added	that	this	activity	is	an	important	momentum	to	continue	to	foster	a	culture	of	mutual
cooperation	and	a	spirit	of	sharing	in	the	UPNVJ	environment.
"We	 hope	 that	 this	 activity	 can	 strengthen	 the	 bond	 of	 togetherness	 between	 the	 campus	 and	 the
community,	 and	 be	 an	 inspiration	 for	 the	 younger	 generation	 to	make	 spiritual	 values	 the	 foundation	 of
devotion	to	the	nation	and	state,"	concluded	Prof.	Venus.
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
