Education	and	Industrialization	Towards	a	Golden	Indonesia,"	was	attended	by	more	than	180	rectors	and
university	 leaders	 from	 across	 Indonesia,	 including	 the	 Minister	 of	 Education,	 Culture,	 Research,	 and
Technology	 (Mendikbudristek),	 who	 emphasized	 the	 priority	 of	 research	 and	 talent	 for	 economic
development.	The	event	took	place	at	UNTAN	from	November	22-24,	2025.
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The	MoU	was	signed	by	UPNVJ	Rector	Prof.	Dr.	Anter	Venus,	MA,	Comm.,	and	UNTAN	Rector	Prof.	Dr.
Garuda	 Wiko,	 SH,	 M.Si.	 The	 agreement	 covers	 the	 Tridharma	 of	 Higher	 Education,	 namely	 education,
research,	and	community	 service.	Both	universities	are	committed	 to	developing	 joint	programs,	 such	as
lecturer-student	 exchanges,	 collaborative	 research,	 scientific	publications,	 curriculum	strengthening,	 and
activities	based	on	community	needs	and	regional	development.
